2020 Conservation Issues

Trout Unlimited's untiring efforts and members
engagement this year has yielded strong national
gains for our fisheries.

- The federal Land and Water Conservation Fund
legislation passed generating 38 billion in
permanent funding for our public lands and
fisheries. TU was instrumental in getting this
milestone legislation passed.

- Pebble Ming's permitting in Bristol Bay
headwaters, Alaska's premiere salmon fishery, has
been blocked. Heavy lobbying by TU, outdoor
companies and citizens calls yielded results. The
administration has issued an Executive temporary
stop order, a huge win for now. TU will continue it's
15 year battle to stop this damaging foreign
venture.

Fishing Contest

Location: Lower lllinois River — Watts WMU

Time: 8:00 am to 12:00 pm noon

Entry Fee: $5.00 per fly

Agenda: Meet at Watts parking lot where flies will
be distributed/purchased

The Hard Luck Fly Tournament will be held on
Saturday, September 26th at the Watts Area on
the Lower lllincis River. We will meet in the
Parking Lot between 8:00am and 8:30am. The
Tournament will begin at 9:00am and will end at
12:00 noon. Individually packaged snacks (chips,
cookies and drinks) will be provided around
12:30pm. Full lunch will not be provided to respect
ongoing health concerns possible with shared
meals.

There will be five categories of competition: 1)
maost fish caught, 2) longest fish caught, 3)
shortest fish caught, 4) for the person who
provided the fly that caught the longest fish, and 5)
best hard luck story. Prizes will be awarded to the
winners.

The Rules are as follows:

1. All participants will amive at Watts WMU
between 8:00am to &:30am and will donate at
least 2 flies to the contest and collect their poker
card for the event. Mo restrictions apply to the type
of flies to be donated.

2. Additional flies can be purchased from the
remaining flies after all participants have collected
their two flies.

3. If you have a faverite fly you may want to bring
several to contribute. Flies may be commercially
purchased or hand made.

4. Anglers will be paired by mest experienced with
least experienced to make a team of two.

5. Each participant will purchase at least 2 flies (at
55.00 per fly) to use during the tournament. Team
members may consult in making their fly selection.
