Fly of the Month

Local Tiers Local Patterns:

March is a month many a fisherman gets a serious
itch for a fishing trip and in Oklahoma, the trout
fishing can be as good as it gets. The weather can
be spotty to downright wet and nasty and our warm
water fisheries are not yet productive. However
March is arguably the best month on the Lower
lllinois to catch dozens of trout in a trip. Even better,
those gray overcast days will likely find the March
Brown mayflies emerging in abundance.

This month’s pattern is a March Brown
Comparadun. | tie this for the specific conditions on
the LIR, a sporadic hatch on relatively quiet water
with hatchery fish aggressively feeding. This sounds
easy, but you will likely find no particular feeding
lane or pattern, so at best, you can target a single
fish cruising along and cast out in front of it. This fly
is an emerger pattern that can stand a good
dunking, and will even pop back to the surface after
being pulled under. What more could you want?

More about that later.
Tying a March Brown Comparadun/Emerger

This is one of the simpler dry flies to tie, provided
one gets the materials and the measurements
about right. Fortunately, the shank of a standard 10

or 12 regular dry fly hook provides an easy measure

for both the length of the wing and the tail.

The thread is also used as the ribbing, so pick a
color that goes well with brown or tan body dubbing.

| use a heavier thread, usually 140 denier. A heavier

- The Instream Flow Bill

HB1403, the Instream Flow bill, is one of the best bills
ever introduced for our rivers and the LIR. It has passed
the House but, the battle is not over, we've got to get it

passed in the OK_Senate with your help. We've been

fighting for this bill for a long time and now the vote is only

5 days away. Call your Senator now.

thread is needed to firmly cinch down the short
straight coastal deer body hair that forms the wing. |
use moose mane for the tail because of the
stiffness of the guard hairs, but any other stiff hair

should work as well.

Secure the thread slightly forward of the hook shank
midpoint. For a size 12 fly, a cleaned and stacked
bunch of deer hair about the volume of a number 2
pencil works for the wing. For the wing
measurement, grab the deer hair with your thumb
and index finger with the hair sticking out the length
of the hook shank. Position the base of the hairs
slightly forward of the midpoint of the hook, leaving
sufficient space for dubbing in front of the wing.

Cinch the hair down with 3 or 4 increasingly tight

loops until the hair tips flair around the hook shank.

Continue to hold the hair butts on top of the hook.
Don’t worry about the hair tips spinning around the
hook, you will pull them back to the top of the hook
later. When the hair is secure, trim the hair butts at
an angle so that they taper to the hook bend. Don’t
cut the butts off too short as they are critical for the

action of the fly.

Now pull the forward part of the wing to the top of
the hook and build a tight dam of thread to help hold
the wing in a vertical position. | usually find | have a
few errant hairs that are too long, or will not lie with
the rest of the hair. This is a good time to trim those
hairs out of the way and finish positioning the wing
to the top of the hook. You don’'t have to set the
wing quite yet, but it should have a definite upward

profile as you see in the picture below.

It eliminates any penalties or fines
against all “privileged polluting companies”. It also has a
gag provision for legal action against our own state
employees.  The bill threaten our rivers, was not
developed in Oklahoma, is overreaching, blinds the public
to pollution and should not pass. SB1003 is one of the
worst bills we have ever seen. It needs to be voted down
by our OK House of Representatives. Don't give
corporations a free pass to pollute our great state, call
you House Representative now.

Ten Ways You Can Contribute

1. Join local chapter of Trout Unlimited or Fly Fishers




Clean and stack a smaller amount of stiff hair for

the tail. Once again, the length of the hook is about
the right length for the tail. In this case, hold the
clump of hair in the opposite direction, tie in at the
bend of the hook, and trim the excess butts back to
the base of the wing. Use the thread to form a
smooth and even taper, blending the butts from the
wing and the tail together. At this point | thoroughly
coat the deer hear body with Sally Hansen’s clear
nail polish. When this dries, you have basically build
a dry fly with a deer hair bobber hidden in the taper
of the body sealed with cement. The hidden bobber
is the secret sauce that allows the fly to “Re-
emerge” once it is pulled under. Sometimes the fly
will pop back up through the surface film, but just as
often it gets stuck below the surface, which is a big

part of the pattern’s effectiveness.

Give the body a minute or so to dry, and then begin

wrapping a very light dubbing noodle from the wing

toward the tail in touching turns.

From the tail, bring the bare thread forward for a bit
of a ribbed look. Now you can add a thin dubbing
noodle in front of the wing, holding the wing back
and spreading it like a parasol towards the back of
the hook. The dubbing should finish the positioning
of the wing, which should be stand up to a vertical,
tent style while in the vise. Move the thread forward

and whip finish to complete the fly.

Before fishing the fly, coat thoroughly with silicone

oil or paste, folding back the wing in the shape of a

mayfly wing.

| fish the finished fly aggressively with a tight line.

In my experience, | often get a bump instead of a
take. In that instance, | pull the fly underwater with a
short jerk or two. Often the same fish will come
back and take the fly submerged below in the

surface film.

Sometimes there is more dunking than drifting, and
this is where the buoyancy in the deer hair bobber
keeps the fly near the surface in “Emerger” mode.
This may already be familiar if you fish the
Crackleback pattern, which is the only other trout fly
| can think of designed to be fished both on top, and
under the water in the same cast. After you catch a
few dozen fish, this fly can look pretty rough, but is
still effective. While not Catskill style of dry fly
fishing, it is loads of fun and works well on our local

waters.
